Some cats can 
share their house with a 
dog and others are very 

worried by dogs – 
again every cat is 

different.

There 
are many 

different breeds 
of cats and they 
come in a huge 

variety of different 
shapes and

Cats 
need to have 

injections every 
year to keep them 
healthy. Cats also 

need regular flea and 
worm treatments. 
You can buy these 

at your vets.

Cats 
love to 

explore, so it is a 
good idea for your 

cat to be microchipped 
and wear a collar 

with your telephone 
number on it in case 

they wander 
too far. 

Collars 
must easily 

undo if the cat 
gets into a tangle 
so it doesn’t get 

hurt.
